The areas of nature around your school are home to all sorts
of weird and wonderful creatures. Many of them are small
and hidden, and by looking closely you'll begin to discover
them. To attract more backyard creatures plant lots of
veggies, colourful flowers, add some logs and rocks to look

under, and have areas where you can dig in the soil.
